Energy Administration, launched the second phase of the Maryland ENERGY STAR Program by 
reminding Marylanders through advertising that Earth Day is Thursday, April 22. 
 
“The Maryland ENERGY STAR Program reminds citizens that every day is Earth Day in Maryland. We 
can have an immediate impact for the betterment of our air quality and the Chesapeake Bay by switching 
to ENERGY STAR-labeled light bulbs and appliances,’’ said Governor Ehrlich. 
 
“Earth Day is a great time to consider how we can make a difference for our environment,’’ said MEA 
Director Richard. “Year-round, we can protect our environment as well as save money through the use of 
ENERGY STAR appliances.’’ 
   
This phase of the Maryland ENERGY STAR Program involves radio commercials and newspaper ads 
running throughout the state through April 23. 
 
BACKGROUND: The Maryland ENERGY STAR education campaign is managed by the Maryland 
Energy Administration, in cooperation with Prince George’s Community College, which is using college 
and community resources to promote energy efficiency within the State of Maryland. The Maryland 
ENERGY STAR Program is paid for with funds from the $1 million Pepco-Conectiv merger settlement 
reached in 2002. In July 2003, the Maryland Public Service Commission approved using the funds for 
ENERGY STAR education to benefit all Marylanders. 
 
In addition to commercials and print advertising, the Maryland ENERGY STAR Program will  conduct 
trainings to teach heating and cooling contractors how to properly size and install heating and air 
conditioning equipment. MEA also is creating partnerships in the business community to further the 
Maryland ENERGY STAR Partners Initiative, in which businesses will collaborate and leverage shared 
resources to promote the overall ENERGY STAR label as well as their market sector’s ENERGY STAR 
products.
